Ticket Sales for Year End

We have done our best to determine the best possible ticket sales options over the years and are highly encouraging our families to purchase online so that we may avoid the lengthy lineups we have had in the past.
**NOTE for NEW PARENTS – Shows can sellout so please don’t wait to purchase your tickets**

ONLINE TICKET SALES.  There is no longer a need to lineup early on the day of ticket sales.
Tickets will be sold on a separate day for each show as follows:

Each of the above days ticket sale times are as follows:

In Person or Phone Orders– 9:00am till 5:00pm through the box office at the ACT 604-476-2787.
You are only able to purchase tickets for that day’s show.  If you are unable to go on that day and want to go the next day, you can but you will be joining the sales for that day’s show tickets.  You cannot purchase tickets for any shows that have not gone on sale yet.  
There is an 8 TICKET MAXIMUM PER FAMILY (THIS IS NOT PER SHOW).  This is to ensure that each family has the opportunity to get tickets.  Once the four days of ticket sales are complete (as of Friday, June 2) you are free to purchase more tickets with no limits.
If you have never purchased tickets at this theatre before, they are asking that you phone ahead to set up your account which is required to purchase tickets.  This will save time on ticket sales day (604-476-2787). 
Tickets - $26. adults   $24. seniors (60+) & youth under 12 plus box office theatre services charges (All prices are subject to a $1.50 Capital Improvement Fund Fee and a $1.50 Processing Fee)  
All seats are reserved.  First come first serve. 8 ticket restrictions per family.
Very important – please make sure you know the show you are purchasing tickets for!  The schedules for the shows is attached.  This is just the list of what show your dancer is in and is not the order of the shows.  When show orders are set we will email them.
Everyone must have a ticket to enter the theatre, this includes dancers who are wanting to watch the show.  If you are purchasing a ticket for your dancer, they must be backstage at least 5 dances before their turn and if they are participating in the finale at the end of the show, they must be backstage 3 dances before the end of the show.
Underground Parking Tickets - Please remember to tell your guests that getting the parking tickets on the day of the show can be time consuming so make sure they leave enough time to do this.
On the show day please know that if you are late, be prepared that immediate entry into the theatre will not happen.  It will be between dances, so please be on time so that you are not disappointed and miss your dancer.
Dress Rehearsal
Dress Rehearsal is on Tuesday, June 6 at the A.C.T.Theatre.  You will be using the side door just before the lobby entrance which will be the same entrance you will use on show day.   
**Please Note that Parents are not permitted into the backstage theatre area on Dress Rehearsal Day.  
We will be starting rehearsals at approximately 3:00pm.  The schedule will be posted and emailed later this month.  Each group must wear their costumes and shoes, hair to be put up but makeup is not necessary.  Once they have ran their dance, they are free to leave.  Due to space restrictions, we are only allowed a certain number of people in the holding area and backstage so you may be required to wait outside until we are ready for your group.   So please don’t arrive any earlier than necessary.  If your group is not listed, you are not required to attend rehearsal.  
Reminder there are no classes this day at the studio.
Year End Shows
Thursday, June 22 @ 6:30pm, Friday, June 23 @ 6:30pm, Saturday June 24 @ 1:00pm & 6:00pm
Your show days and times will be posted in the studio and emailed once the schedule is ready later this month.  Planning the shows is an extremely difficult task and I appreciate your understanding if you have not been accommodated with all your dances in one show.  If your dancers are in more than one show you are not required to watch each show however, backstage help is a necessity if you would like to volunteer, or you are fine to take your dancer after they have danced if you do not wish to stay for the finale.  
I know there are some concerns with “New Dance Parents”!  Your little ones are fine backstage.  We will have several parent helpers with them.  If we ever need a parent to come back to the holding room to see their child, we will page you in the audience. They are signed in and out by you only.  Please do not take them from the stage at the end of the show, they must be signed out from the holding room!  We ask that once you have signed in your dancer at the start of the show please don’t come for a visit at intermission.  This will make it too difficult to keep each group organized and happy.  All dancers will be learning the finale dance in class and get to participate in the finale at the end of the show.  All dancers must be in costume to participate in the finale.
Dancers please make sure that you arrive 30 minutes prior to show time.  Entering in from the side door (closest to the lobby- pathway).  The backstage door will be locked.
A listing of the groups that require parent sign in/sign out will be on the wall when you arrive.   These dancers will be in the Studio Theatre Room upstairs with parent supervision (TV monitor for the kids to watch the show, coloring only on tables and please pack them clean snacks, water and games).    For the parents that require sign in/sign out, although this is a time-consuming process, please remember that it is for the safety of the children and that must come first.  Please also remember that the parents that are keeping your children safe are volunteers that are following rules that we have set out.  
The rest of the groups will be placed into dressing rooms downstairs and you will find your group name highlighted on the sheet outside that dressing room.  There will also be parent supervision throughout downstairs.
Parent Volunteers for the 4 Shows!
To ensure that we have enough parent volunteers for each show, we are requiring one parent volunteer from each dance group.  It is mandatory for our show to assist with costume changes, supervision of our groups and parent help throughout the theatre.  Parents who volunteer for supervision will not be able to watch the show from the audience, however, you will have a unique, and close up, vantage point from the wings of the stage when your child goes on stage. We require volunteers for all four shows.  You may volunteer for a show that your dancer is not participating in if you prefer to watch from the audience. We need many volunteers.  Parent volunteers are required to arrive 45 minutes before show time and stay at the post you have signed up for until the end of the performance. Thank you so much for your help in making our shows run smooth and safe!
Parent Volunteers will be entered to win a SPA GIFT CERTIFICATE which will be drawn on the Saturday evening show.  For every show you volunteer for your name will be entered.
Volunteer Posts Required:  PER SHOW

Please sign up using the signup genius link above.
· 2 parents for sign in tables in holding room 
· 1 parent per group in holding room

· 2 bathroom break mom’s for holding room

· 3 parents for downstairs supervision – older dancers

· 1 Dad for security outside the holding room doors/top of downstairs change rooms (cannot leave to watch a performance)
Please remember that control must be kept at all times, and we need volunteers who know how to use their voice to keep the holding room calm and quiet at all times.  Children should be occupied and sitting quietly at all times either playing a game, watching the show on the monitor or coloring at the tables.  
Additional Volunteers – Ushers for the Theatre
We are required to have 4 volunteers to be Ushers in the theatre per show.  Two for the main floor and two for the balcony.  This position will allow you to watch the show from the front.
Ushers Requirements:
· Arrive 45 mins prior to showtime (15 min safety training, then the doors open 30 min prior to showtime)

· Will need to be able to manage stairs, stand for an extended period of time and enforce theatre rules with patrons

· No Food or drink

· No Photography/Video (if you are not permitting it)

· No Cell phone use (screen use lights up the area around patron and is disturbing to fellow patrons)

· No disruptive behavior

· No access from house to stage  - patrons must not be permitted to access the stage before, during or after performance for their safety and your dancer’s safety (even if the usher knows the person)

· Not permit dancer to jump off stage front after the show (safety, safety, safety)

· Direct patrons to their seat

· Hand out programs 

· Must wear closed toed shoes, for safety and appropriate clothing for your type of show

· Report to and take direction from the Event Supervisor

· Remain in the theatre 30 min prior to showtime, for the duration of the event - including intermission and report to the event supervisor once all the patrons have left the theatre so it can be locked, and they can be signed out

· Break times will be provided after intermission in a rotation

The Dancers have a very large request from all parents and families
The group that dances first is just as important as the group that dances last so, please plan on staying for the whole show. There are always many people that leave once their little ones have danced but believe me it’s well worth staying, you won’t regret it, it’s a great show!  You’ll be missing some “Fabulous” numbers by leaving!  The dancers are having fun backstage, and everyone will participate in the finale celebrating our 25 years at the end of the show.  Thank you from the dancers!

Art Young Video
Art Young will again be videotaping our shows.  Order forms are available at the front desk, or you can order online at www.artyoungvideo.com/dvdorderforms.php  
Please remember that there is no personal photography or videotaping permitted and the ushers will be strictly enforcing this as this is standard theatre and dance studio policy and is common in all professional theatres.  Please remember that this includes all electronic devices, texting included! Please make sure that everything is turned off and put away when you come to the show.  It may not be disturbing to the dancers but is very rude and disturbing to the members of the audience.  You will be asked to leave the theatre if you are unable to refrain from using these devices.  We thank you for your cooperation and please share this with all family members and friends attending.

Day Of Dance – Try A Class For Free
We will be having “A Day Of Dance” on Sunday, May 28.  Times and classes to be announced and will be emailed.  This will give your dancer the opportunity to try a different style of dance to see if they like it before registration.   Please share with any friends outside of the studio that might be interested in joining our studio!  You will need to sign up for this.  Watch for the email!
Fall Registration
In-House Registration for current dancers at Fabulous Feet will be the week of June 5 - 10 by Appointment only (not Tuesday because of dress rehearsal)  Sign up link will be posted on our website and emailed soon.
Company Dancers will have assigned registration dates/times on Monday, June 5 and Wednesday, June 7 to include a meeting with instructors with parent & dancer.  Watch for separate email with more info.
Open Registration for new dancers to Fabulous Feet will be:

Tuesday June 13, Wednesday, June 14, Thursday, June 15, Friday, June 16 from 4-7pm and Saturday June 17 from 10-1pm by appointment only.  Ongoing daily during studio hours for June 19 & 20.  Summer registration dates will be posted on our website.
When registering for Ages 3 & 4 proof of age is required at time of registration.

Class Schedule for 2023/2024
We are still finalizing the schedule over the next few days so won’t be able to give you any confirmed class day/times until next week.  Any new classes will be listed on our website once the schedule is set.  Any existing or competitive class schedules please contact the studio by email and we can let you know what is available soon.  If you auditioned for Competitive or Company classes, you will be advised of placement at time of registration.

Payment Options for Registration 2022/2023 
Credit/Debit option (with service charge) for full tuition payments, costume fees, competition fees and registration fees.  This cannot be used for monthly dance fees.  
Monthly fees (Monthly EFT-void cheque or Paid in Full ONLY), Registration Fees, Costume fees and Competition fees must be paid at time of registration.  All outstanding fees from this year must be paid in full prior to your new registration.   Costume and Competition fees can be post dated no later than Oct. 1st.  If you would like to make an advanced cash payment for Costume or Competition fees for next year you may do this in June or our July registration date (no cheques as we can’t deposit until Aug.1)
Registrations will not be accepted and your class placement held unless all of these payments are received.
